Thank you for your interest in joining the Angwin Fire Department. As a volunteer fire department we are always interested in people who are looking for an exciting and fulfilling way to serve their community. 
Enclosed you will find, in addition to this note, two forms. One has the Personnel Information Sheet/Application on one side and an I-9 on the reverse. The other is the I-9 Instruction Sheet and Acceptable Forms of Identification sheet. 
Please fill out the Application using your “local” (Angwin/PUC) address and phone number, down to the double line, and the I-9 down to where it asks for the “Employee’s Signature”. You will also need to go to a California DMV office and acquire a copy of your driving record to be turned in with the application. When you turn in your application you will need to provide identification in the form of a valid California Driver’s License, which will also cover one of the ID needs for the I-9 form, and any combination of ID as listed in the instructions for the I-9. Mail the completed Application/I-9 with supporting documentation, as well as your DMV printout, in person, to the Angwin Fire Department at the address below.  
Once we have received your application and the additional required documents from you, you may be contacted to set up an interview. If, after the interview process, you are selected to become a member of the fire department, your application will be forwarded to the Napa County Fire Department offices for processing and you will receive a letter instructing you to go to JobCare at either St. Helena Hospital or Queen of the Valley Hospital (your choice) for a physical examination at the County’s expense. 
After you have successfully completed the physical, the County will send AFD a letter of acceptance into the Napa County Fire Department and then a Chief Officer will contact you. Once you have been accepted, you will be covered by County insurance while training during the Fire Academy and drills, and later on, during actual emergency calls.
